Please remove all ornaments, lights, 
tree stands, and other decorations, as the trees will be recycled 
into mulch and compost. Trees will be collected on the same day 
as regular trash pickup. To schedule a pickup,  please visit 
southbendin.gov/treepickup or call 311. 

As the holiday season comes to a close, many households are left 
with excess cardboard and styrofoam packaging. To help keep 
these materials out of the landfill, please remember that the Solid 
Waste District of St. Joseph County now accepts styrofoam at its 
Household Hazardous Waste facility. Residents can drop off 
styrofoam at 828 Kerr St., Monday through Friday from 8:30am to 
4pm, and on Saturdays from 8 am to 12pm. If your recycling bin is 
full, you can also drop off cardboard to the same location. This 
service is free for South Bend residents.  

Ice skating season at Howard Park is officially underway! Ice 
skating is available throughout the cold-weather season, 7 days a 
week. Admission to the skate trail and pond and skate rentals are 
available at the support building located on the east side of 
Howard Park.
